TREASURER’S REPORT

Motion to accept treasurer’s report was moved by Lee and approved.

OLD BUSINESS

Motion to accept minutes of April meeting was not approved as printed copy of minutes was not available.

After discussion, it was decided not to implement construction of physical elements of the FPA Hall of Fame during the summer.  Rather,  construction should wait until fall and further discussion and evaluation of the project.  

NEW BUSINESS

A specific plan was presented, based upon earlier discussions, for renovation of the theatre shop, costume room, and Green Room.   A letter, accompanied by printout lists and drawings from Steve Tolly, was presented showing the proposed changes and related costs.  It was noted that school administration approved of the proposed renovations.  The cost for materials for the renovations will be approximately $ 5000.00.   Renovation will include such  work as:  moving ceiling light fixtures, erecting heavy duty shelving, adding a mobile locked tool cabinet, installing new cabinets and make up lights and/or control in the Green Room, removal of unusable storage, reducing the size and shape of the freestanding wall separating the parts of the theatre shop.

Motion for approval of $ 5000.00 for renovations was moved by Rettig and approved.  A transfer of $ 5000.00 will be made to the FPA Building Activity fund to handle the finances of the project.  All necessary invoices and bills are to be presented to Muench and Tolly to be approved and paid by Karen James from the FPA Activity Fund. Tolly will serve as “gatekeeper” for the  project.  A monthly statement of activity in the fund is to be reviewed by the FPA treasurer, during the summer time frame of the renovation project.

Contributions to the project were noted and are to be thanked formally.  Contributions for the renovation project have been given by:  PAETEC (shelving); Munson Electric (electrical work including wiring); OPN Architects (design); Eric Munson (cutting of acrylic); CRCSD (transportation services and wall and trash removal); FPA volunteers (demolition, sizing, organizing, cleaning). 

It was noted that CRCSD has given the JFK fine arts program a self-contained electric lift.  This will facilitate using the top shelves of the new storage areas as well as other tasks.

It was decided by consensus that organization of the FPA board would continue through the summer with the 2008-09 officers in place.  

Note was made of the need to recruit new members and officers for the upcoming school year (2009-10).

Assink moved that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion was seconded by Lee.  After notation that the next meeting would be August 24, 2009, the motion was approved and the meeting adjourned.
