Happiness Parent Information 

· Schedule


Please review the attached performance/competitions schedule and record it on your calendars.  It is VERY important that your child attend all performances and competitions this season.  All absences need to be cleared through Mr. Ziegler well in advance.

· Competitions


Times, specific schedules and driving directions will be emailed to you before each event.  Please make sure that Mr. Ziegler and Happiness Administrative Rep (Darcy Magee), have up-to-date email addresses, phone numbers and medical information for your child.

  
Audience admission, which includes parents, usually runs between $10-$20 per person.  Happiness members should plan to bring at least $20 to each competition for food and drinks for the day.  Students are not allowed to bring food to the competitions.  A lite sack lunch is provided during away competitions for the ride home, general around midnight.  This will be provided by the Happiness Food Team.  Parents are welcome in the Happiness homeroom at competitions even if you are not a chaperone.  You may be given a job helping with hair or makeup if you stop by!

· Happiness Contracts


The Happiness members have received a copy of the Happiness male and female contracts.  All members and their parents have been made aware of, and will be expected to sign the contract and return it to the choir office by Monday, January 4, 2009.  You will be made aware of any fines that your child incurs that are not paid in a timely manner.  Each member has a laundry bag where the undergarments should be placed after each practice and performance.  These will be laundered by parent volunteers this year, so these items should remain at school. Please help remind your students these items should stay at school.

· Health/Safety Concerns


You were asked to fill out a health form earlier this school year.  The Happiness Reps. will keep a copy of this form available for reference, if needed, at all competitions.  If your child has any special health issues, please make sure that you remind Darcy Magee prior to the first competition.  If your child takes medication and you want an adult to dispense it, please write a note to accompany the meds in the prescription bottle, specifying the dosage and when it is to be administered.  Competition days are VERY busy, but we will do our best to make sure that your child gets the needed medication.  A first aid kit will go along to every competition.  Each competition site typically has medical personnel available.

· Competition Etiquette


It is important to your child that you attend as many competitions as possible.  They have worked hard for many months and your support is very important to them.  When possible, please try to carpool to competitions, as parking is often limited.  Try to get to know other Happiness parents and sit together during competitions.  Kennedy Show Choir members are encouraged to be supportive to all participating groups at each competition.  It is important for Kennedy Show Choir parents to do the same, by supporting ALL competing groups and by showing enthusiasm after performances by giving all Kennedy groups a standing ovation following each performance.  Kennedy students are known for their good behavior and sportsmanship and we’d like to continue this tradition.

· Happiness Girls


Girls are expected to have their hair curled appropriately for competitions.  This year, the girls will be wearing their hair in a curly, high ponytail.  This will require the use of perm rods to achieve a consistent look.    At competitions, judges give a score for the group’s appearance.  The girls’ hair needs to be done as uniformly as possible.
