Riders can only show in
small fry division, except costume class, family class, Pet Pony and 4-H Pleasure Class. Pony may show in to
other classes. Rider may use any pony not exceeding 14.2 hands except in Pet Pony Class.

Small Fry Gymkhana ~-NO elimination, if rider is place according tc the times ahead of those who ride off
course. Riders who ride off course are then placed according to times with those who rode off course.

Riders off course are placed according to their time as long as the basic course is followed. E.g. If rider goes
around 3 barrels. but not necessarily the proper way. Rider Must Wear Hard Hats or Helmets in all
their Classes.

All HORSES MUST BE GROOMED AND TACKED IN THEIR STALLS.

Ring Numbers MUST be worn and worn in a visible manner, or entry will not be judged. Ring #s must be worn in warm
up ring as well

i Horse and or Ridars entered in junior classes cannot compete in senior classes or vice versa, in same division.
Horses are not to be left unattended in the wanm up ring.
