It is the Stewards/TD’s responsibility to replace themselves should they become
unavailable to Officiate at their nominated event they Must notify the Steward/TDCoordinator of the change.ph 9921 6068, mob 0457 228 173, email ails@westnet.com.au
If a Steward/TD needs to speak to a rider regarding a disciplinary matter, it is advisable to have a representative of the riders club present. If this is not possible an official of the organising club should be present. 
Steward/TD’s are requested to strictly enforce the 25 Penalty rule when speed is excessive, and time delaying tactics, are being used by a rider.

Transportable Jumps: Steward/TD’s are to make sure all transportable jumps are secured firmly to the ground and not able to move if a horse hits the jump.

All results (not just placegetters) from all grades, including cross- Country Master Sheets must be forwarded to PCAWA Office by the organising body. Please include any Accident, Gear Checking, Levies forms & any incidents of misconduct along with this information.
Gear Checking
Prior to EACH phase, a Gear Checker will approve dress, whips, spurs and saddlery as defined in  the PCAWA publication, “Guidelines for the Safety and Comfort of the Rider and Horse” which includes the current “Gear Checking Manual” and Gear Checking Matrix for various disciplines.  
All riders competing at PCAWA events must comply with these rules of dress even if they vary from any other Association’s code. Like-wise, PCAWA riders competing at EA organised events must wear their full Pony Club uniform in PCAWA classes but must comply with the EA dress code if entered in official classes.

Ideally, a Gear Checking Briefing should be held at the start of the competition and a Chief Gear Checker appointed.

Any queries to be directed firstly to the Chief Gear Checker and then to the Steward/TD.

Steward/TD, must consult with the Gear Checker before making a decision, they must then sign off on the Gear Check report form.

Note: Dutch Gags/Pessoa, Pelhams and Kimblewick bits are allowed in the Cross-Country and Jumping Phases

This is just a simple set of Guidelines to assist you in your task as On-Course
Veterinary adviser.
Should you feel any horse is not in good enough general health to compete in the event please contact the Organiser or the Steward who will assist you in your assessment of the animal.
Should you be asked to inspect a horse which is considered to be unfit, we request that you conduct a general inspection, without prejudice, and if you feel that the horse may need further assessment, contact the Organiser or the Steward/TD who will assist you in this task.
If the horses unfitness is obvious to you please notify the owner / rider that the horse has been ‘vetted out’ of the event. If the person responsible for the horse’s welfare wishes to dispute your findings the Organiser will make a suitable area available to you to conduct a more thorough examination.
Your decisions are NOT to be overturned by ANY person. This applies to other
Veterinarians who may be present and feel that they wish to discuss with you your decision.
YOU ARE THE ONLY PERSON NOMINATED TO MAKE ALL DECISIONS ON THE
COMPETITION FITNESS OF HORSES ENTERED IN THE EVENT. (refer to FEI Veterinary
Regulations)
Should you choose to seek advice or consultation from any other person, you are free to do so.
Should you be asked by an owner or their nominated representative to treat or assess any horse you should make arrangements with that person for payment of any fees thus incurred.
PLEASE NOTIFY THE ORGANISER AND THE STEWARD/TD OF ANY HORSE YOU WISH WTHDRAWN FROM THE COMPETITION SO THAT ALL OFFICIALS CAN BE INFORMED AND BE AWARE.
Any such withdrawal should be noted on the master score sheets within ten minutes of your decision on the authority of the Steward/TD. Should further investigation cause you to reverse your findings the scoreboard can be adjusted accordingly.

ACCIDENT CHECKLIST
1.  Tell the competitor that you are taking the time.

2.  Stop the next competitor and alert control

3.  Protect the injured from approaching vehicles

4.  DO NOT move the conscious rider complaining of pain (particularly in neck or back)

5. If unconscious check the airway

6. If unconscious and breathing adequately turn on their side to avoid danger of choking. Head, neck, back and limbs must turn together.

7. If unconscious and having difficulty breathing, improve the air way and assist breathing if necessary.

8. If there is brisk bleeding, then apply direct firm pressure to the site of injury with finger or padding, and if bleeding is controlled, maintain this pressure.

9. It may be necessary to loosen tight clothing around the neck and chest, but without moving the rider. Avoid pressure from sharp objects.

10. Any rider who seems confused or in pain. Send for the Medical Personal & Steward/ TD
Fall of Rider and/or Horse anywhere on cross-country is Elimination
11. Do not give food or fluid

12. It may be necessary to protect from sun, wind or rain.

13. If in doubt as the First Aid Person for a demonstration of clearing the airway or turning the  rider  whilst controlling the head and neck. Do this before taking up your position at the fence.

PCAWA Eventing
Crisis Management Plan One Day Events
This procedure to be follow in the event of serious injury or death of horse and/or rider.

1.   An appointed and experienced Crisis Team Manager (CTM) to take charge of and coordinate incident.

2.   Steward/TD to call for CTM to come to incident scene and advise on the situation with course

Doctor/St. Johns/Paramedic/Veterinarian.

3.   Crisis Management Team (CMT) to be activated by Course Doctor/St. Johns/Paramedic/ Veterinarian.

4.   All two-way radio communication from the CMT will be on a separate channel called the “GO TO” channel or by mobile phone. This channel will be agreed upon prior to the event.

5.   A suitable and enclosed area/room is to put aside as a Crisis Management office. In the event of a serious incident, the Crisis Management Office will be utilised. Chairs and writing material are to

be available for the taking of statements, interviewing and de-briefing. This area is to be kept

available and not used for any other purpose for the duration of the competition.

Action at the Incident
1.   Secure the scene and hold all on coming riders.

2.   Incident scene to be screened from view. Crash Crew Must carry screens.

3.   All those not involved i.e not CMT must leave scene.

4.   Take photographs. These are to provide any evidence required for Police if there is a death or for insurance if required.

5.   ASAP rider removed by ambulance.

6.   ASAP horse removed by appropriate equipment for the task is available prior to the incident.

7.   Steward/TD Chief Judge to install New Fence Judge/s.

8.   Crash Crew effect repairs as required.

9.  Steward/TD and Organiser confer recommencement of competition.

Action after the Incident
1.   Fence judge and any witnesses to be transported to the Crisis Management Office and statements taken. The witnesses to be supervised by Organiser/Event Secretary and assisted as required through this process.

2.   CTM and Doctor/St. Johns/Paramedic/Veterinarian liase with appropriate/responsible persons regarding condition of rider and/or responsible persons/owners/representative regarding the appropriate transport of injured horse or disposal of deceased horse.

3.   Organiser/Event Secretary to provide the CMT with relevant rider/horse information i.e. entry details.

4.   Notify Police (If Required)

5.   CTM and Doctor to liase with /St. Johns/Paramedics and hospital regarding rider’s condition.

6.   CTM and Doctor/St. Johns/Paramedics to inform next of kin regarding rider’s condition. (If

Known)

7.   Full de-brief CMT and Steward/TD at end of day’s competition.

8.   Prepare statement for general release.

9.  It is critical no information is released and then only the prepared statement by Event

Organiser/Secretary once all affected people have been fully briefed.

FATALITY AT AN EQUESTRIAN EVENT IN WESTERN AUSTRALIA

Not For General Circulation
The following facts are set to help Clubs and Organisations affiliated with the Equestrian Western Australia. There is very little that is required for the organising body to do in the event of a rider, spectator or official having been involved in a
fatal accident.
1) Notify the local Police Station immediately after the incident.

2) The Steward/TD, Judge or person in charge should be called to attend the scene as they may be required to give evidence should there be an inquiry into the fatality.

3) A notation to be made of the time of the incident.

4) Take down the names of any known witnesses.

5) The body should be screened from the view of the public as soon as possible.

6) Any equipment that may have contributed to the accident retained for examination by the Police.

7)  If it is suspected that a fault or break in saddlery contributed to the incident it should be retained for examination by the Police.

8)  Advise the Police Officer who attends of the details of the Doctor or First Aid attendant at the event.

9) Have details of the competitor or a person who knows the competitor available for the Police.

10) These are very basic things that are required and if in the event that a fatality occurs at an event the above will help the process and cause least interruption to the event.

If  you are a witness to a fatality try not  to discuss the incident with anyone as sometimes this only clouds what you have seen yourself. It sometimes helps to take down notes so if the Police ask you can use them as a reference.

Cross – Country Briefing Notes
Thanks for being a Judge
1) After or during the briefing ask questions.

2) Record performance so it is clear to scorers,

3) Information in folder. Score sheet,Competitor list, Instruction to jump judges,  Definition of Refusals,Falls& circles etc. Minor accident forms, (Must complete for any fall) Accident check list, diagrams of multiple obstacles & maps.

4) Report abusive Language of competitors or helpers etc

5) Cruelty.

To Horse eg bit used as punishment, excessive use of whip maximum three at any time, if the horse is marked its excessive 

Must not whip on the neck or use the whip over hand. (Write Notes)

6) Dangerous riding excessive speed on Cross-country & time wasting on course is considered dangerous riding. E.G circles, walking or trotting after being in canter or gallop for most of course.

7) Jumping from stationary position.
8) Practicing on cross-country course.. (Write notes do not eliminate)
9) Position yourself a short distance from jump be aware of different tracks and see approach and leaving.

10)
Jump must be in same condition for all riders. Control spectator’s water in particular.
11)   Numbers & Flags must be same position for all riders. Damage to                      obstacle call for assistance.Control spectator’s water in particular

12)
Do not leave until instructed. Or sure last rider has passed.
13)
Check for scratchings.

14)
Make sure your jump is attended at all times

15)
Be available 30 minutes after scores posted in case of protest.

16)
Be at jump 15 minutes before first rider starts.
   17)
Rider having problems ask to move aside for on coming rider. (Make sure on coming rider doesn’t take lead.)

18)
FALL OF RIDER AND OR HORSE ANY WHERE ON CROSS-COUNTRY INCURRS ELIMINATION
19)
A competitor is considered to have fallen when he/she is separated from the horse in such a way as to necessitate remounting or vaulting into the saddle.

20)
Fall of rider protect by stopping on coming riders. Call for assistance. Can ask rider if can move but do not move him/her. Complete minor accident form. If ambulance not involved at the scene tell rider they must report to first aid
21)
A horse is considered to have fallen when at the same time both its shoulder & quarters have touched either the ground or the obstacle and ground or when it is trapped in a obstacle in such a way that it is unable, to proceed without assistance or is liable to injure itself.

22)
If the horse becomes trapped instruct, the rider to dismount and they will be penalised as for a fall and be eliminated. Stop oncoming riders and call for repair/crew veterinarian

Inspect your Jump

Be aware of various tracks riders may take in particular obstacles with options. Make sure Flags & numbers in place.

Maintain Jump in same condition for all riders.
MARKING THE SCORE SHEET
Print your name, Mobile phone number,Obstacle number and class
on top of each sheet, starting a new sheet for each class. Number the sheets consecutively for the whole competition.
Let an official know if sheets not being collected.

As the Rider approaches fill in his/her number not before.
DEFINITION of CLEAR JUMP:

A horse is considered to have successfully negotiated the obstacle if in the opinion of the judge the horse’s head & one shoulder have passed between the flags marking the obstacle. If a flag is knocked down you must decide if the difficulty has been avoided.

CLEAR: Tick appropriate column

FAULTS:
Refusal, Circles, Run-out & Falls place a cross in appropriate column

(Definition in folder.)

If you have any doubts write notes draw diagrams.
REFUSAL: 

At obstacles or elements with height (exceeding 30cm). A horse is considered have refused if it stops in front of the obstacle to be jumped.

(cessation of forward movement)

At all other obstacles(i.e.30cm or less in height a stop followed immediately by a standing jump is not however penalised , but if the halt is sustained or in any way prolonged, this constitutes a refusal. 

The horse may step sideways but if it steps back this is a refusal.

After a refusal , if a competitor redoubles or changes his efforts without success, or if the horse is represented at the obstacle after stepping back and stops or steps back again, this is a second refusal; and so on.

A-E GRADES THIRD REFUSAL: At a jump incurs elimination. FOURTH refusal on course is Elimination A-E grades. A+ THIRD REFUSAL AT A JUMP OR THIRD REFUSAL ON COURSE is ELIMINATION Tell rider to leave course at a walk mounted or unmounted.

FALLS:

A FALL OF RIDER AND OR HORSE ANY WHERE ON XC COURSE ENTAILS ELIMINATION.

A competitor is considered to have fallen when he is separated from his horse in such a way as to necessitate remounting or vaulting into the saddle.

A horse is considered when at the same time both its shoulder and quarters have touched either the ground, or the obstacle and the ground, or when it is trapped, in a fence (obstacle) in such a way that it is unable to proceed without assistance or is liable to injure itself.

RUN-OUT

A horse is considered to have run out if, having been presented at an element or obstacle on the course, it avoids it in such a way that the head and neck of the horse and the head of the rider when mounted fail to pass between the extremities of the element or obstacle as it is flagged.

A rider is permitted to change his mind as to where he jumps an

obstacle or element at any time, without penalty, including as a result of a mistake at a previous obstacle or element. 

If, however, the horse avoids part of the obstacle at which it has been presented, 20 penalties are incurred.
CIRCLES

A horse is considered to have circled if, having been presented at an obstacle, it crosses the track (closes a circle) that it created before it jumped the obstacle or before it jumped the last element of a multiple obstacle.

After being penalised for a refusal,run-out or circle a competitor is permitted to cross his original track (close a circle) without penalty in order to make another attempt and may also circle one or more times without penalty, until he again presents his horse at the obstacle.

At separately numbered obstacles, a competitor may circle between or around them without penalty provided he has not represented his horse at the second or subsequent obstacle.

At an obstacle composed of several elements (A.B.C.etc) a horse will be penalised if it passes around any element or circles between elements at any 

time between first being presented at the obstacle and finally completing the last element.

Obstacle flags with black lines indicate an option.
OBSTACLES COMPOSED of SEVERAL ELEMENTS

At an obstacle composed of several elements, a competitor may refuse, run-out, and /or circle only twice in all without incurring elimination.

If the Horse refuses, runs out or circles at any element, he is permitted to retake any elements already jumped, although he is liable to be penalised for any fault even if he has previously jumped an element successfully. 

If after refusal, run-out or circle the competitor wishes to pass through the flags in the wrong direction in order to retake an element, he may do so without penalty.

JUDGING a BOUNCE OBSTACLE:

At any obstacle where the distance between elements is 5 metres or less (ie. a ‘ bounce’) when a horse has negotiated the first element without penalty, he will be deemed to have presented at the  element – and similarly if the “bounce” is for example the second and third elements of a combination.

Thus if a rider ‘changes his mind while negotiating the first element and for example, then goes a longer route, he will still be penalised 20 penalties for a run-out. 

INSTRUCTION TO OFFICIALS.
Where there is any doubt as to the correct interpretation of the rules of judging any element, obstacle or combination of obstacles, it is recommended that the PCAWA Steward/Technical Delegate should approve the instructions to the Officials, providing a rough sketch if necessary and all competitors will be informed.

UNAUTHORISED ASSISTANCE

Any intervention by a third party, whether solicited or not, with the object of facilitating the task of the competitor or of helping his horse, his considered unauthorised assistance and the competitor is liable to be eliminated. The Steward/TD will decide each case of unauthorised assistance.

TRAINING (Practicing) on Cross-country during competition.

a) Riders who jump or refuse any obstacle,flagged or not flagged,other than their compulsory passage (grade) will in incur 20 penalties in the first instance. In the case of a second instance they will incur ELIMINTION. Exceptions may be made for fences, in a close and direct line of their flagged fence, and

b) Once having incurred penalties at their compulsory passage (grade) they cannot then proceed to any obstacle flagged or not flagged to practice, then return to their own compulsory passage. Any incidents of this practice will incur ELIMINATION.
VOLUNTARY DISMOUNTING

Riders may dismount without incurring elimination to check on horse, adjust saddlery or equipment.

STOPPING COMPETITORS

If for any reason you need to stop oncoming competitors because a rider or horse is in trouble at your jump please call for assistance because it is extremely difficult for one person to control all the various circumstances involved. 

If you do have to stop a competitor take the time as they pass you restarting a competitor start from the same point as were they were stopped allow them to gain momentum before taking time. (USE Phone for time)

OVERTAKING

Any competitor who is about to be overtaken by a following competitor must quickly clear the way. A competitor overtaking another competitor may only do so at a safe and suitable place.

When the leading competitor is before an obstacle and about to be overtaken, he must follow the instruction of the official/jump-judge. When the leading competitor is committed to jumping an obstacle the following competitor may only jump that obstacle in such a way that is causes no danger or inconvenience to either party.

The penalty for obstructing another competitor is elimination at the discretion of the P.C.A.W.A. Steward.

AFTER ELIMINATION OR RETIRING.

Competitors eliminated or retiring from any part of the course for any reason whatsoever shall do so at a walk either mounted or unmounted unless after a fall must be unmounted. They shall take every precaution to avoid disturbing other competitors. They shall not jump any fences after elimination/retiring and must obey directional flags.
No competitor’s horse may return to the Cross Country Course after completing, or failing to complete the course, on the day of the competition.

CROWD CONTROL

It is your responsibility to keep spectators (many of whom may not understand what is happening) off the line of the course and completely clear of the jumping area. A whistle is useful in gaining their attention. Most spectators will welcome directions as to where they should stand to view your obstacle.

As the obstacle judge, you have full responsibility and authority to clear all spectators and officials from the jump area while a competitor is negotiating the obstacle. However, please do so in as pleasant a manner as possible, since many spectators are new to One Day Events.

DAY MEMBER INSURANCE 
Day Membership is applicable to the following compulsory points: 

Any individual that is not a current financial Riding Member of the PCAWA must pay to become a Day Member to ride at any pony club event or rally. Regardless of other affiliations and insurance held. 

Day Membership is $10.00 per rider per fixture. $10.00 per rider is to be sent to the PCAWA. 

Becoming a Day Member entitles the rider to Public Liability cover for that fixture only. 

All Day Members MUST sign the PCAWA Non-Member Disclaimer prior to participating. Clubs are to retain this Disclaimer. 
A rider may attend a maximum of 2 Pony Club Rallies as a day member and will not be covered by any insurance unless a full riding member. 

There is no limit on how many competitions you attend as a day member. 

If you know you will be taking Day Membership up for more than 4 events during a year, then it is more cost effective to take up a Non Members Annual Day Membership as this costs only The ‘Non Member Annual Insurance Fee’ is an alternate option to the existing Day Membership Fee of $10 per event. This is a once off payment that will cover you to only ride at open pony Club Events for the year. You will be issued with a membership card that will contain you Membership Number. It is only available for people who are ineligible to join a Pony Club, ie. riders over the age of 25 years.
